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Abstract

This study dedlt in the building of the Segregation wall by Israel in terms of
the backgrounds of its building, its political, economical and social effects, and the
reflection of these effects on the future of the struggle between Israel and both the
Arab and Ilamic Worlds.

The study sought to answer the following two main questions:

1- What is the influence of constructing the Isragli Segregation wall on the
track of the Arab-Isradli struggle?

2- What are the implications of building the Segregation wall on the
factuality of the Zionist project?

To answer these two questions, the study initiated two hypotheses, namely:

Building the Segregation wall weakens the possibility of approaching a peaceful
settlement to the Arab-1sraeli struggle.

Building the Segregation wall proves the decline of the Zionist project.

Through the examining of the various effects of building this Segregation wall
on the final solution issues, the study concluded the veracity of the first hypotheses.
This is based on many facts which | explain here. Building the Segregation wall
appends more than 40% of the West Bank lands to Isragl. Subsequently, it finalizes
the issue of the borders. Further, it adds most of the Isradli settlements in the West
Bank to Israel, blocking the road in front of any negotiations on this issue. Within its
zigzagging track, the Segregation wall comprises most of the water resources and
adjuncts them to Isradl, further tightening the life of the Palestinians, and lessening
the likelihood of the refugees return, who will not find sufficient water supplies or
even areas of lands to stay on in the West Bank.

As for the Holy City, Jerusalem, the big title of the Arab-Isragli struggle, the
Segregation wall had annexed it totaly to Israel, save for few outskirts with high Arab
population density.

Taking a final decison from one part, Israel practically eliminates the
possibility of establishing the Palestinian state on the short run. As a result, it had
waned the probability of making a peaceful settlement, even though temporary, for
the Arab-lsragli struggle.

With respect of the indication of the Segregation wall building on the
factuality of the Israeli project, the study found that building this Segregation wall
indicates that the Israeli project is passing a declination state, which necessitates it
build actual borders that will defend it against the Palestinian demographic expansion
in the light of itsinability to carry out immigration campaigns at a large scae.
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The study concluded many recommendations, most important are:

The importance of economical and socia firmness requirements of the
Palestinians, in order to avoid the immigration danger; and the call for that the
demand to demolish the Segregation wall tightly connected with any Palestinian
and/or Arab negotiations with Israel.

The study further caled those countries who took part in the settlement
processes with Israel to review their experience in the light of the Israeli imposition of
its own agenda concerning the final settlement, and in the light of the results of the
study that showed preponderancy of that Isragl is heading toward holding a long term
ceasefire with Palestinians under the leadership of Hamas; and finally, in the light of
the expectation of the disappearance of Israel on the long run.
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
