To proceed: This is an abstract of a thesis — entitled:
“Moses and Aaron, peace be upon them, in the Pentateuch”
“i.e. In the Five Scriptures of Moses, in the Old Testament”

“A Survey and Analysis in the Light of the Holy Qur’an”

A: Purpose of the Research:

e Exposition of the high position that Moses and Aaron were honored to
occupy,

e Refutation of the false fabrications that were attributed to them in the
Five Scriptures.

B: Significance of the Study:

(V) Infallibility is one of the characteristics of the Prophets (pbut). Violation of the
Prophet’s infallibility is defaming Prophethood. Jews have rejected this infallibility
when they slandered those Prophets by false fabrications. Hence it has become
imperative that their false allegations should be revealed and refuted.

(Y) This topic is directly related to the principles of Religion for it deals with the issues of
Prophethood, infallibility of the Prophets and their miracles — and these represent an
integral part of the principles of the Islamic Creed.

() To make things worse these false fabrications have found their way to the books of
some the Qur’anic .commentators Accordingly it has become obligatory upon us to
reveal what is false and confirm what is right.

C: Contents of the Study:

(1) Introduction: This deals with the high position that both Prophets enjoyed, the

significance of the subject, the reasons for selecting it, the literature of previous relevant

studies, methodology of the research, the difficulties encountered and statement of the research
plan.

(Y) Preface: This comprises three topics:

(a) Defining the Five Scriptures,
(b) Evidences of the Five Scriptures,
( ¢) The Attitude of the Qur’an towards the Five Scriptures.

(™) Section One: This is devoted to the lives of Prophets Moses and Aaron
(p-b.u.t) and is composed of four chapters:

(£) Section Two: This concentrates on the mission of Moses and Aaron (pbut)

and it includes three chapters :
(°) Section Three: This section deals with the infallibility of Prophets Moses and Aaron
(pbut) as referred to in the following three chapters:

(1) Conclusion: This part comprises the most important outcomes of the study, which are
exemplified in the following:

(A) Acquittal of Moses and Aaron (pbut) from the imperfections that were

fabricated against them in the Five Scriptures.

(B) The Present Five Scriptures are not the real ones that were revealed unto Moses (pbuh) and
reported in the original Torah. The Pentateuch of to-day suffers from obvious fabrications,
Shaky expressions and omission of many important parts of its text by sinful Jews..

(C) Deliberate omission by the fabricators of the Pentateuch to the call of Moses and Aaron
(pbut) to Pharaoh, King of Egypt, to believe in the Oneness of God and to worship Him, Alone.
Instead they alleged that the mission of Moses an Aaron (pbut) was limited to their demand to
release the children of Israel and to allow their exodus with them, out of Egypt.
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
